Our river and lighthouse were the sirens that lured Jim Snyder to Jupiter in 1992 after a career as a Washington-based magazine editor and publisher. He soon enrolled as a LRHS  docent and had become board chairman when we celebrated the 150th anniversary of the lighthouse in 2010.

Living and kayaking on the upper river led Jim to Trapper Nelson’s camp and resulted in Life and Death on the Loxahatchee. His interest in early Jupiter inspired Five Thousand Years on the Loxahatchee and four other books on local history. 

Snyder has also served on the boards of several organizations devoted to preserving the area’s history and environment. Besides the Jupiter Inlet Lighthouse and Museum they include the Florida Historical Commission, Friends of Jonathan Dickinson State Park, the and the Loxahatchee River District.
